1978 - Russ Meyer begins selling 
janitorial products out of a catalog to 
businesses in rural Missouri.

1981- Meyer doubles in size.  Russ hires his 
first sales rep and moves to a 2nd territory. 1983 - Meyer moves to Blue Springs, 

Missouri and builds a 6,000 square foot 
warehouse.

1987 - Meyer expands to a 12,000 square 
foot building with 2 salesmen, 2 service 
workers and 1 office staff.

1987 - Meyer Laboratory is formed, they 
hire a chemist and start manufacturing 
their own products.

1991 - Meyer moves to its current 
location with a 30,000 square foot 
building.

1995 - Meyer Designs ID-55, the first 
effective water based cleaner for the 
flexographic industry.

1996 Meyer Laboratory introduces the 1st
Green Cleaning program to the Flexographic 
Industry.

2000 - Meyer Laboratory expands 
environmentally friendly chemical 
programs  throughout the industrial 
marketplace.

2003 - Meyer purchases Century Labs and 
expands the production facility to 110,000 
square feet.

2006 - Meyer Laboratory expands into 
Canadian market and Meyer of Canada is 
established.

2008 - Meyer of Canada aquires Quintec 
and  begins manufacturing a full chemical 
line in Canada.  

2009 - Meyer of Mexico is established.2010 - Meyer associates overcome a major 
economic downturn by posting the best 
sales and profit year in Meyer Laboratory
history. 
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
